1 Singapore == Taipei - Shihlin Night Market
¢ Shilin Night Market: Often considered to be the largest and most famous night market in the city. Like
most night markets in Taiwan, the local businesses and vendors begin opening around 4 p.m. As
students begin returning home from school, crowds reach their peak between 8 and 11 p.m. Businesses
continue operating well past midnight and close around 1 to 2 a.m.

e Tamsui: Tamsui District is a sea-side district named after the Danshui River; the name means "fresh
water". The town is popular as a site for viewing the sun setting into the Taiwan Strait.
e Fisherman Wharf: Well-known for its beautiful sunset and fresh seafood. While having sightseeing and
leisure facilities, it still holds its functionality as a harbor for fishing boats.
e Chiang Kai-Shek Memorial Hall: It is a famous monument erected in memory of Chiang Kai-shek,
former President of the Republic of China. The monument, surrounded by a park, stands at the east end
of Liberty Square. The structure is framed on the north and south by the National Theater and National
Concert Hall. The entire plaza is located within sight of the Presidential Office Building.
e Sun Hot Spring: Relax and experience yourself the Taiwan hot spring culture. (please bring along own
swimsuit)
¢ Feng Jia Night Market: Fengjia night market is located in the Xitun area in Taichung, next to Feng Chia
University. There are wide varieties of food and apparels at low prices.

¢ Puli Brewery: Devoted to establishing the landmark feature of Puli as the Hometown of Shaoxing Wine. Lunch
Aside from actively promoting the culture of Shaoxing Wine, there are also more efforts in preserving the Dinner
history of the winery. It is the first Wine Culture Museum in Taiwan.
¢ Shangri-La Leisure Farm: Surrounded by mountains, the farm is divided into tourism orchard and forest
recreation area where rhesus monkeys, tree frogs, etc can be seen. Many folk activities are offered,
such as sky lantern, traditional top, etc along with DIY courses like T shirt painting. Food and lodging are
both provided.

e Sun Moon Lake: Sun Moon Lake is the largest natural lake in Taiwan as well as a tourist attraction. Dinner

Situated in Yuchih, Nantou, the area around the Sun Moon Lake is home to the Thao tribe, one of
aboriginal tribes in Taiwan. Sun Moon Lake surrounds a tiny island called Lalu. The east side of the lake
looks like a sun and the west side looks like a moon, hence the name.

e Wen Wu Temple: The architecture of the temple has the palace style of northern China. Itis of a large




and imposing structure, with three separate halls. On the second floor of the front hall is a shrine devoted
to the First Ancestor Kaiji and the God of Literature; the central hall is devoted to Guan Gong, the God of
War, and the warrior-god Yue Fei. The rear hall is dedicated to Confucius.

Anping Old Street: It is lined with traditional wooden architectures and stores. Strolling along this street,
visitors will be immersed in reminiscent atmosphere, as well as a gourmet feast.

Tainan Night Market: Much of the street market food you find all around the island originated at
Tainan’s night markets. Enjoy a wide variety of snacks and products you can buy here.

National Palace Museum: The National Palace Museum is an art museum in Taipei. It has a permanent
collection of over 677,687 pieces of ancient Chinese artifacts and artworks, making it one of the largest
in the world. The collection encompasses over 8,000 years of Chinese history from the Neolithic age to
the late Qing Dynasty. Most of the collections are high quality pieces collected by China's ancient
emperors.

Chiufen: See the old-fashioned way of life that still exists, with the aura of an old mining land that is still
apparent. You can also try some famous local dishes such as Taro and Sweet Potato Balls.

Wufenpu: It is best known as a wholesale garment market, located in the Xinyi District of Taipei. It is the
largest clothing market in Taipei. The area is near both the TRA Songshan Station and the Taipei Metro
Houshanpi Station.

101 Shopping Mall: Also known as the Taipei Financial Center, it is a landmark skyscraper located in
Taipei. Enjoy shopping in the mall with departmental stores and shops.

Raohe Street Night Market: Raohe Street Night Market is the very first night market in Taiwan. Its
public facilities and managerial capacity are well-maintained and developed. There are fully functional
Board of the Raohe Street Tourist Night Market and communal facilities besides various characteristic
shacks which are renowned at home and abroad.
